His research
interests include smart grid, vehicle-to-grid (V2G) control in conjunction with the
introduction of renewable energy sources.

This seminar covers the basic scheme of the power system operation. Instead of
going into the details of each operation method, general concepts of each
scheme are introduced along with several important technologies utilized for the
operation. In addition, the recent challenges of the power system caused by the
penetration of renewable and/or distributed energy resources are discussed as
well.
